But anytime you
have a trip that includes air transportation, you have to get
your information to them as soon as you can to guaranteg
everything. Once we cancel either the air or room space, we
are not guaranteed any refunds. Which explains why the
deposits are needed now to lock in your space.

In the past few weeks a lot of areas out West have already
received early snow. Lake Tahoe received over seven inches
early last week. Denver and the Front Range received enough
to close some of the higher roads and highways. Colorado has
not had a great early season in a long time. With the cool
summer and early snows, maybe this will be the big snowfall
year we all have been waiting for. Thanksgiving skiing anyone?

Join members of the Omaha Ski Club in Sun Valley Idaho for a week of skiing. Price includes round trip
airfare to Sun Valley, baggage handling and airport transfers, lodging and 5 days of lift tickets. We will be
staying in the Sun Valley Lodge Apartments, adjacent to the Sun Valley Lodge.
