1) Trip captain is the final authority on and during the trip.

TRIP SIGN-UP, DEPOSITS AND
PAYMENTS

4) Only members in good standing with dues currently paid
to the Omaha Ski Club may sign up for a trip. Children
under the age of 19 must be accompanied by a parent or
guardian on the trip. A trip application for a child under
the age of 19 must be signed by a parent or guardian of
the child.

By signing up for a trip a member agrees to pay the Club

the full cost of the trip applied for, subject to the

provisions for timely cancellation in item 7) below. Each
trip will have its own trip deposit and payment schedule to
be set by the trip committee. A deposit is required to sign
up for a trip. Failure to meet the payment schedule may
result in automatic cancellation from the trip subject to
the cancellation fee in item 7) below.

6) When a trip is full the trip captain will start a waiting list.
To be placed on the waiting list 2 member must fill out
and sign a trip application and pay the standard deposit
for that trip. Waiting list members must meet the payment
schedules when moving to the confirmed lists.

cancellations prior to 80 days before the trip departs will
result in a cancellation fee of $50.00; cancellations less than
60 days before the trip departs will result in a canceliation
fee of $100.00 if the trip goes full, or tiability for the full cost
of the trip if the trip does not go full.

Flatland Ski Association Skiing

As the fall days begin to shorten, I begin to think of skiing more often. Nothing equals a perfect morning on skis: diamond
sparkles in fresh powder, endless slow-motion turns, champagne air in your lungs. Nothing, except perhaps sharing such
experiences with other skiers. The Flatland Ski Association creates an opportunity for people to share some experiences with
other skiers. The object of Flatland Ski Association (FSA) is to promote and pursue the sport of snow skiing; to study, teach,
promote, and disseminate the fundamental principles of downbhill racing and encourage competition among racers; to promote and
stimulate increase safety in snow skiing; and, to provide opportunities of comradery among member clubs.

The FSA Roster has the following members: Columbia, Lincoln Cornhuskers, Kansas City, Omaha, Oklahoma City, Tulsa,
Wichita and Topeka. At the fall meeting in October the Board of Directors will be confirming St. Louis becoming a member of
FSA. There is an opportunity regarding potential trips that the member cities may take that other clubs could attend.

One of the opportunities to enhance you own skiing and skill level would be to take part in an FSA Ski Trip. Participating in one
of these trips would let you get a taste of racing: to maybe discover a new pleasure, to accelerate your progress, or to “measure”
your efficiency. Perhaps, like many other skiers, you consider competitive skiing to be something entirely special, reserved for
skiers born with skis on their feet. Even though you may be intimidated at first or you already participate in races on occasion
you may not consider these to be genuine competitions where the racer should be totally involved, giving battle. Perhaps you
only enter these because you will try it once or you enter only to “measure yourself, just as you might measure your height or
weight. You are then interested, but certainly not obsessed.

I'would like to convince you to view competitive skiing in the same way that you look at a tennis match or a golf game or a fast
bike ride against a friend of yours whom you have vowed to some day beat. In other words, take ski racing seriously and view it
as something which takes minute preparation and demands a total involvement followed by serious reflection in order to draw a
useful lesson for your future skiing or competition. In this way you will be able to cultivate a love for competition, regardless
whether it consists of becoming a better skier or consists of racing more often.

Part of the addiction to racing gates is the vicarious feedback that is provided instantly and continuously. There is no need for a
coach or teacher to comment about “how one did”. The fact that a skier finishes the course and the speed in which he completes
that task will provide him with an intoxicatingly clear picture of his performance and progress.

FSA works hard to try and provide rewards for your racing struggles and efforts. They try hard to provide fair racing categories
and awards for those that accomplish good racing times. I hope to see you skiing soon.
